Remote configuration of Enterprise Keyboard through OEMConfig managed configurations is limited
to the “Legacy Zebra OEMConfig” app (com. zebra.oemconfig.common), which remains available but
is not being advanced. The newer version, “Zebra OEMConfig Powered by MX,”
(com.zebra.oemconfig.release) does not support EKB configuration. Remote configuration support is

enabled through Enterprise Keyboard’s Managed configurations. Zebra recommends using Enterprise

Keyboard’'s managed configuration profiles.

Usage Notes

1 Deploying Custom layout on newly supported devices:

New Android restrictions prohibit the TC58, ET40, ET45, TC15 (and other devices using 6490 and 6375
platforms) from supporting the adb “push” command for deployment of files to the device. This prevents

deployment functions of Zebra’'s Enterprise Keyboard Designer (EKD).

To manually deploy custom layout files, copy files using a desktop file explorer to the following location on

the device:

/sdcard/Android/data/com.zebra.mdna.enterprisekeyboard/files/config
